A persistently wide gap in mid-year  
transfers exists between all groups of 
homeless students in District 75 and 
housed students, with 37% and 39% of 
doubled-up students and students living 
in shelter transferring mid-year in  
SY 2015–16 compared to 17% of 
housed students.

Homeless students are chronically absent 
at a rate three times that of all students 
citywide. (62% and 20%) The rate is even 
greater among homeless students living 
in shelter. (69%)
